2 Tim 1:6-14, ESV — ® For this reason | remind you to fan into flame the gift of God, which is in you through the laying
on of my hands, ’ for God gave us a spirit not of fear but of power and love and self-control. ® Therefore do not be
ashamed of the testimony about our Lord, nor of me his prisoner, but share in suffering for the gospel by the power of
God, ? who saved us and called us to a holy calling, not because of our works but because of his own purpose and
grace, which he gave us in Christ Jesus before the ages began, ' and which now has been manifested through the
a1ppearing of our Savior Christ Jesus, who abolished death and brought life and immortality to light through the gospel,
"for which | was appointed a preacher and apostle and teacher, ' which is why | suffer as | do. But | am not ashamed,
for I know whom | have believed, and | am convinced that he is able to guard until that day what has been entrusted
to me. " Follow the pattern of the sound words that you have heard from me, in the faith and love that are in Christ
Jesus. " By the Holy Spirit who dwells within us, guard the good deposit entrusted to you.

0 If you keep my commandments, you will abide in my love, just as | have kept
my Father's commandments and abide in his love. " These things | have spoken to you, that my joy may be in you,
and that your joy may be full.

Deut 6:4-9, ESV — *“Hear, O Israel: The LORD our God, the LORD is one. ®You shall love the LORD your God with all
your heart and with all your soul and with all your might. ® And these words that | command you today shall be on your
heart. 7 You shall teach them diligently to your children, and shall taIk of them when you sit in your house, and when
you walk by the way, and when you lie down and when you rise. 8 You shall bind them as a sign on your hand, and
they shall be as frontlets between your eyes. ®You shall write them on the doorposts of your house and on your gates.

1 Thess 1:4-7, ESV — * For we know, brothers loved by God, that he has chosen you, ®because our gospel came to
you not only in word, but also in power and in the Holy Spirit and with full conviction. You know what kind of men we
proved to be among you for your sake. ® And you became imitators of us and of the Lord, for you received the word
in much affliction, with the joy of the Holy Spirit, ” so that you became an example to all the believers in Macedonia
and in Achaia.
